Differing to Class Rule I2 the following rule does apply: 

Minimum weight of the crew 150kg, maximum weight 250kg, 
allowance of overstepping the guard rail with feet and arms, maximum 
weight without this allowance 270kg. For boats with more than 250kg 
overall weight there will be a mandatory sign in the main sail. During a 
maneuver it is not allowed to cling to the shrouds. An outrage against 
this changed rule I2 will lead to an immediate disquilfication.  

Eligibility: Internationally open for all yachts of this class which are registered by 
a national Yacht Club accepted by the ISAF, hull and sails should be 
conformed with the Rules of the Class Association and have sufficient 
Third Party Liability Insurance Certificate. Every participant has to be a 
member of the UFO 22 Class, member of the Austrian Sailing 
Federation or another national association accepted by the ISAF. The 
skipper has to show his race license A or another equal document of a 
foreign association. 

Advertisement: The regatta is designated Category A under IDSF Regulation 2009 
and the restrictions of the Class.
